Draft Regulations

 

1. Short title and Commencement  -  (1) These regulations may be called the Himachal Pradesh Electricity Regulatory Commission (Guidelines for Establishment of Forum for Redressal of Grievances of the Consumers) (Second Amendment) Regulations, 2005.

 

2. Amendment of regulation 3.- In clause (b)  of sub-regulation(4) of regulation 3 of the Himachal Pradesh Electricity Regulatory Commission (Guidelines for Establishment of Forum for Redressal of Grievances of the Consumers) Regulations, 2003 after the words “a  District Judge” but before the sign and word “;and”  the words  “or a person who is or has been the member of the Indian Administrative Service with minimum 20 years of experience in dealing with the problems relating to engineering, finance,  commerce, economics, law or management” shall be inserted.
