Order

 

The MA No.93/05 prays for suspending the operation of the direction/order dated 23-3-2005 passed by the Commission in relation to the direction 9.4.23 during the review hearing held on 23-3-2005 on the following grounds:

 

a)  that certified attested copy of the order passed by the Commission is yet to be received;

 

b) that the applicant/Board is examining  the said direction and intends to assail and challenge the direction in the court of  the competent jurisdiction;

 

 

c) that very very short time has been given by the Commission to the Board for complying with the direction.

 

Shri P N Bhardwaj, learned consumer representative  objects to the application for suspending  the operation of the order.  He views this as a ploy  to stall the enquiry  by the committee  constituted by the Commission.  He also  questions  the  motives of the Board in filing this application.

 

After hearing the Commission observes that  it is  open to the Board to assail and challenge the direction  at any time but the application is  a tactic to stall the enquiry by the committee constituted by the Commission  to enquire and investigate into the  high cost  escalation and excessive completion  period in respect of Larji  Hydroelectric project.  The Commission maintains that the  order was announced  in the open court and  Mr. Mahajan  advised  to take immediate action to  confirm that all the facilities and cooperation as stipulated in the terms  and conditions shall be extended   to the Members of the Committee.  Nevertheless, the certified  attested copy  of the order passed by the Commission on 23-03-2005 shall be made available as soon as possible.
