Interim Order

Heard.    M.A. No.165/05 prays for allowing the HPSEB to sanction the load in favour of the industrial consumers to whom the PACs have been already issued;  however, the connections to them would be released only after the stay is vacated by the  Commission.  M.A. No.191/05 prays for vacating the stay in view of the Hon’ble High Court’s order in CWP No.201 of 2005  vide which the Hon’ble High Court has allowed the CWP and vacated the Commission’s stay order qua the petitioner i.e. M./s Jai Jawala Steels Pvt. Ltd.  Sh.P.C.Sardana, Chief Engineer(Commr) appearing for the Board  pleads for vacation of stay to avoid discrimination qua others applicants for induction furnaces.

Ld. Consumer Representative wants to know terms and conditions on which the electricity connections  will be released as per para-b of the order of Hon’ble High Court.   Sh.P.C.Sardana submits that the applicants would get  the necessary measurement  of harmonic current induction done on the point of common coupling as per the Institute of Electrical and Electronic Engineers (IEEE) 519 standard 519-1992 within 6 months from the release of connection from the agency approved by the HPSEB and in case the  harmonic current induction is found more than the prescribed limit, the consumer is to take effective steps to  bring it to the prescribed limit failing which  the  electric connection shall be, disconnected.  Learned Consumer Representative contends that the Commission’s direction  required the Board to monitor the harmonic levels at the supply points to the users and others strategic locations on the transmission system which it considers as  harmonic prone, at regular intervals of 6 months to ensure the proper quality of power supply and these measurements shall conform to IEEE Standard 519.  To a question from the Commission, Sh.Sardana submits that the report of M/s Asean Brown Bovery (ABB)   is still  awaited even though they have recorded the measurements last month.

After hearing, the Commission allows the MAs and  vacates the stay on sanction and release of connections for  induction furnaces in whose cases PACs have already been issued (number of whom was stated by the Board to be 4 or 5) on the following additional conditions:-

(a) The prospective consumers shall, within 3 months of the release  of connection, get the measurements of harmonic voltage and supply  waveform done thro’ some independent agency to be specified by the Board failing which the Board shall get the measurements done  at their expense in the next 3 months and if these measurements  do not conform to  IEEE standard 519 – 1992 electric connection(s) to the consumer(s) shall be disconnected without any notice.

(b) If the Board has reasons to believe any time or times after the connection  is released  that the consumer(s) is inducing any harmonic voltage and   distorting the supply waveform beyond the  prescribed limits, it  shall get the measurement(s) done from some independent agency(s)  at the cost and expense of consumer and if they are found beyond the specified limits, the connection shall be disconnected without any  notice.

(c) The sanction and release of the connections shall further be subject to receipt of report from M/s ABB in respect of the area in which  the connections to the prospective consumers shall be released and if it is discovered that harmonic levels at the supply point to the users and others strategic locations are beyond the specified limits, such consumers shall be required to install the necessary equipment and apparatus  as may be recommended  by the ABB within 3 months failing which the connections shall be disconnected without any further notice.  

(d) The Commission shall  supervise the sanction and release of connections  and monitoring of the harmonic  levels and the Board shall submit reports to this effect on quarterly  basis until the Commission is satisfied that these consumers are not inducing any harmonic voltages and distorting the supply waveform beyond the specified limits.
