The Himachal Pradesh State Electricity Board Limited (hereinafter referred to as the “the HPSEBL”) had filed the Aggregate Revenue Requirement (ARR) for First APR of the Second MYT Order for Control Period (FY 12 – FY 14) vide Case No. 137/2011 on 24th December, 2011. and True-Up petitions for the 1st MYT Control Period (FY 09 – FY 11) and for FY 2010-11 on date 10th January, 2012 vide MA No. 2/2012 in Case No. 137/2011 under sections 62, 64 and 86 of the Electricity Act, 2003 for determination of Distribution and Retail Supply Tariff and Generation Tariff for the FY 2012-13. The salient features of the petition have been published by the HPSEB Ltd. in the newspapers i.e. ‘The Tribune’ (Chandigarh) and ‘Amar Ujala’ (Chandigarh) on the 17th January, 2012 and same was published again on 19th January, 2012 in ‘The Indian Express’ (Chandigarh) and ‘Punjab Kesari’ (Chandigarh).

The HPSEBL, u/s 94(1) of Electricity Act, 2003, has also filed a Review Petition No. 119/2011 on date 01.10.2011, for Review of HP Electricity Regulatory Commission (hereinafter referred to as the “the HPERC.”) MYT Order for the Second Control Period (FY2012-FY2014) dated 19.07.2011/14.09.2011 passed by the Commission in Case No 224/2010. The salient features of the petition have been published by the HPSEB Ltd. in the newspapers i.e. ‘The Tribune’ (Chandigarh) and ‘Amar Ujala’ (Chandigarh) on the 18th January, 2012 and same will be published again on 20th January, 2012 in ‘The Indian Express’ (Chandigarh) and ‘Divya Himachal’ (Shimla-Chandigarh).

M/s Jaiparkash Power Ventures Limited (hereinafter referred to as the “JPVL”) has filed a petition No. 135/2011 on date 08.12.2011 for Truing Up of Tariff for sale of power from Baspa-II, HEP, to HPSEBL for FY 2003-04 to FY 2010-11 and Revision of Tariff for the Control Period FY 2011-12 to FY 2013-14 pursuant to Order dated 21.10.2011 passed by Appelate Tribunal for Electricity in Appeal No. 39/2010 in respect of payment of MAT. As required under Section 64(3) of the Electricity Act, 2003, the HPERC hereby invites suggestions and objections in the aforementioned matters from the interested parties. Suggestions/objections on the issues together with relevant data, details and copies of documents, if any, in support of the suggestions/objections, be sent by date 13th February, 2012, to the Secretary, Himachal Pradesh Electricity Regulatory Commission, Keonthal Commercial Complex, Khalini, Shimla-171002 alongwith proof of service of the same to the Executive Director (Personnel) HPSEB Ltd., Vidyut Bhawan, Shimla-171004 in respect of the HPSEBL petitions and in respect of the JVPL petitions, proof of service to the Director, Jaiprakash Power Ventures Limited, JUIT Complex, Waknaghat, PO Dumehar Bani, Kandaghat-173215, Distt. Solan (H.P).

The suggestions / objections shall be filed in English or Hindi. Suggestions / objections filed in any other language shall not be accepted unless accompanied by authenticated translation in English. The suggestions/objections should be filed in nine copies and should carry the full name, postal address with pin code number, fax number and email address, if any, of the person sending the suggestions/objections and, should be supported by an affidavit or otherwise notarized. It should be indicated whether the objection is being filed on behalf of any organization or any category of consumers. It should also be stated whether the objector wants to be heard in person by the Commission. The Commission shall not consider suggestions/objections received after the date 13th February, 2012 specified above or such suggestions/objections which are deficient in any of the above requirements. No documents will be admitted at the hearing if the same are not relied upon in the objection and unless true copies thereof are furnished alongwith the objections.

The HPSEBL or M/s JVPL as the case may be, shall submit replies to the suggestions/objections on affidavit with 9 copies to the HPERC by 21st February, 2012, one copy of which shall also be sent to the individual objectors. The objectors shall submit rejoinder, if any, to the Commission with a copy to the petitioner, HPSEB Ltd. or to M/s JVPL as the case may be, by 1st March, 2012.

The Commission will conduct public hearing in the matter. The parties filing such suggestions/objections shall be informed about the dates of hearings separately. The date, time and venue of the public hearings shall be notified through newspapers.
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
